· When using “decir”, make sure that you use “que” after it:


Yo digo que yo estoy cansada. = I say that I am tired.

· When using “salir”, make sure it is followed by “de” or “para” depending on which direction you are going:

Yo salgo de la escuela. = I am leaving from the school.

Yo salgo para la escuela. = I am leaving to go to school.

Remember that “de” + “el” changes to “del”



Yo salgo del restuarante. = I am leaving from the restaurant.

· When using “traer”, remember to use a definite or indefinite article after it:

 Yo traigo el libro a la clase. = I bring the book to class.

Yo traigo un libro a la clase. = I bring a book to class.

· When using “poner”, remember to use a definite or indefinite article after it:

 Yo pongo la mesa. = I set the table.

Yo pongo un libro en la mesa. = I put a book on the table.

· Using prepositions of location
Make sure that you know all the prepositions of location and how to use them in a sentence. Remember that most of them are followed by “de”.


La biblioteca está delante de la escuela. = The library is in front of the school.



Remember that “de” + “el” changes to “del”


La escuela está cerca del parque. = The school is near the park.

· Using affirmative (positive) tú commands

A command is when you tell someone to do something, as an order, but it can also be a polite request. Sit down, pass the bread, open the window, are all commands. You can add “please” after it, to make it sound more polite. 

An affirmative (positive) command is when you tell someone to do something. A negative command is when you tell someone not to do something.

In English, commands are very easy. You simply drop the pronoun. So “You close the door.” becomes “Close the door.”
In Spanish, you also drop the pronoun, but you have to change the ending of the verb.
Regular ar,er, and ir verbs:
To form the affirmative tú command of a regular ar, er, and ir verb is very easy. Simply drop the “s” of the tú form:


Tú hablas. becomes ¡Habla!

Tú comes.   becomes ¡Come!

Tú escribes becomes ¡Escribe!

Iregular verbs:

There are several verbs with an irregular tú form. You will need to know these for the test.
Venir – Ven

Decir – Di

Salir – Sal

Hacer – Haz

Tener – Ten

Ir – Ve  (the verb “ver” also uses “Ve” as its tú command)

Poner – Pon

Ser – Sé

A way to remember these irregular verbs is the mnemonic sentence

 “Vin Diesel has ten weapons.”

               Each command verb stands for the words in this sentence

Vin   Diesel      Has    Ten     Weapons

Ven   Di  Sal    Haz   Ten     Ve Pon Sé  (Ve Pon Sé all come from the word Weapons)
